Purpose of Incursion: The Pre-Learner Licence Course replaces the Road Ready course from
Term 3, 2022. The course will be delivered to students over two full days by trained teachers
at Amaroo School. The course assists students to learn how to be safe, accountable and a
responsible member of the ACT road user community. The course is designed on world’s best-
practice, learner driver education, and is a key component of the ACT’s Graduated Licensing
Scheme.

Activities: Students will be required to complete a hard copy workbook and participate in a
variety of activities and discussions. To complete the Pre-Learner Licence course, students
will also be required to pass a multiple-choice quiz. There will be 30 multiple choice questions
and the pass mark is 50%. Answers to the questions come from the material covered in the
course.
